PowerPoint Trivia Game

Setting up the game board:

1. On slide one, click on the title to change.

2. On slide two, at the top you may change each of the topic names to something specific if you wish.  Simply click on each topic and re-type new name.

3. To insert questions, scroll through each slide and click on “question” and “answer” to type in your information.

Playing the game:

1. View PowerPoint as a slide show.

2. Once you click into the game board, any topic question may be selected by clicking on it.

3. The question will automatically appear.

4. After time is given to answer the question, you must click once to advance in order to view the question.

5. To return back to the game board, click on the red button at the bottom right of each slide.

Paul’s Version of Playing the Game as a Class:

1. Divide class up into groups (as many as you want.  I prefer 5-6 groups.)

2. Provide each group with a small white board or poster paper to record answers to reveal to class.

3. Group A will select first question. 

4. Click to view question.

5. Person 1in each group will attempt to answer question on the white board.

6. After appropriate time is given, all groups must reveal their answers to the class.

7. Click to view answer.

8. Groups that had correct answer, receive points designated to the question.

9. You could keep score on the chalkboard (I don’t take away points for wrong answers…too much math!)

10. Click the red button to return to the game board.

11. Group B will select the second question.

12. Click to view question.

13. Person 2 in each group will attempt to answer question on the white board.

14. Etc.
